We also want to ensure legislators look at the whole range of
renewable energy sources for North Carolina, including hydro projects and
biomass in addition to wind and solar. Proper siting of potential projects, trans-
mission line investments, community support, and the existing mountain
ridgetop protection law must also be addressed.

Regarding energy efficiency on a local level, your cooperative is now con-
ducting a strategic consideration process to meet requirements of the Energy
Policy Act of 2005 (EPAct 2005), which amended the Public Utilities Regulatory
Policies Act of 1978 (PURPA). The goals of the EPAct 2005 are to encourage
conservation of energy, make more efficient use of electric utility facilities, and
help ensure equitable rates for consumers. Our recommendations, as well as
any comments we received from members, will be communicated to you in the
next few months.
